All new Intel compatible desktop workstation procurements subsequent to August, 
2010 should adhere to the minimum hardware configuration as defined in this 
standard. 
 
Procurement: 
Where Louisiana Price Schedules ("LaPS") exist and procurements are above $25,000, agencies 
shall comply with Title 34, Part I, Chapter 17.  Agencies should check the Office of State 
Purchasing Brand Name contracts for the current promotional items with associated discounts. 
Any questions regarding the promotional discounts available to state agencies should be directed 
to the Office of State Purchasing. 
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
