MINIMUM ADMISSION STANDARDS for TRANSFER STUDENTS 

Minimum College-Level Hours Earned 18 

 

Student must have completed a college-level English and 

math  

Minimum GPA on College-Level 

Courses 

2.0 GPA 

Standing Eligible to return to previous school 

If the transfer student has a cumulative GPA of 2.0 or better on college-level courses, but does not have the 

required 18 hours, the student must meet the standards of a first-time freshman. 

MINIMUM ADMISSION STANDARDS for ADULT STUDENTS 

AGE 21 - 25 

Freshmen:  Must meet the minimum freshman admission standards in place at the time of 

graduation from high school. 

AGE 25 or OLDER 

Freshmen:  Degree-seeking applicants who are 25 years of age or older may be admitted without 

meeting the core requirements of a traditional new freshman, and without submitting ACT scores.  

However, for placement in appropriate English and mathematics courses, placement examinations 

will be administered and the results will be used to determine course entry level.
